
To Kill a Mockingbird
Writing:  Examining a Child’s Perspective and Issues of Narrator Reliability
In the book, To Kill a Mockingbird, the narrator, Scout, is a little girl.  She is re-telling the story from her perspective.  In this activity, you will become the narrator of one of your own experiences and look at how your perspective may have changed from the time it happened to now.

Step One:  Think of a memory from childhood that includes a parent or a sibling.  In a descriptive, narrative paragraph, describe this memory.

Step Two:  Now, reflect on that memory.  How has your perception of this memory changed with age?  What do you now know that might change your thoughts or feelings about this situation?  What caused these things to change?

This reflective piece of writing should be comprised of two sections:  one containing the memory, and the second containing the reflection on the change in perception.

The ACT rubric will be used to score your Childhood Memory.
