· This thesis statement will provide the outline and structure for your presentation.  

· Don’t forget to include an inviting introductory paragraph and a concluding slide that ties everything together.  Also, in your conclusion, provide an overall “So What” to the presentation.  How does this relate to your life and the readers’ lives?
