“ 'Go on, George!' ” (Steinbeck 14).
Except for sentences ending with “?” and “!”--Punctuation always goes after the parentheses.
“ 'He comes in here sometimes...' ” (Steinbeck 14).
Partial quotes need an ellipsis to show that only part of the quote was used.
“Lennie smiled at the compliment” (Steinbeck 14).
When using a complete quote that ends with a period, do not use any ending punctuation until after the citation.
“ 'An I get to tend the rabbits!' ” (Steinbeck 14).
When quoting dialogue, use a single quotation mark to delineate the dialogue.
