A Greek Tragedy is a story about a proud character who makes a personal choice that leads to disaster.

The Greek audience appreciated these stories because they believed that humans struggled with decisions of the heart and were at the mercy of the vengeful gods. The Greeks understood the rightness of the punishment, the sadness of the fall or defeat, and the nobility or honor of the struggle for the hero or heroine.

Choose the character Antigone OR Creon and answer the following questions in complete sentences.

1. Describe how Antigone or Creon meet the requirements of a tragic hero (one who seeks his own cause).



Quote a statement by the character to show her/his proud attitude.  Cite it!

2. Summarize the events of the story that lead up to the character being punished.  Make clear the reason the character must be punished.



Quote a statement that shows that the character accepts the punishment or that the people accept the 



punishment as “right”.  Cite it!

3. Explain why the audience can empathize (feel with) the character while still knowing that the character could have made a different decision and avoided the punishment.



Quote a statement by the character that gives the audience reason to respect her/him. Cite it!

4. Quote a statement that expresses and idea or feeling that a modern audience can understand about life or life's complications.  Explain who said it and in what situation it applied in the drama.  Why do you see truth in this quotation?
